New Church Start Coming!

Our Conference has some exciting news-there is a new church start among us! Lava
Mueller, who was ordained in our Conference this past year, will be the planting
pastor. In the fall of 2019 Lava, who is also a hospice chaplain, was one of the original
members of the New Ministry Team of the Conference. This team of seven pastors has
been meeting since then to pray and think about different ways that the churches of our
Conference can connect with unchurched people in Vermont, and new ways that we
can be church in the future. After much prayer and many conversations, Lava is ready
to start her alternative worship experience called Love Church, and she has formed a
launch team of 8 people consisting of mostly unchurched seekers including four people
in their early 20’s. Lava and her husband Andy are members of Bethany Church in
Randolph, and Bethany is supportive of this new venture and interested in ways that
both churches can learn from and grow with each other.

In her own words, this is how Lava sees Love Church. “Love Church is open for
anyone (we are UCC after alll) but is especially geared toward attracting unchurched
and younger members. Worship will include dinner/breakfast/pizza church (worshipping
around a table), drama church, art church, music church, nature church, and oodles of
workshops! Love Church will seek to support our unchurched friends as they discover
the amazing grace that can be found in a worshipping community. The focus will be on
the ever present Holy Spirit of Love and how we can offer this same love and support
to our neighbors. A huge priority is to create an online presence and to make sure that
people can attend the weekly dinner church worship services whether in person or
not. We begin in prayer, we end in prayer. In between, we have a lot of fun!”

Please be in prayer with Love Church as they seek to embody Jesus’ love with
unchurched young adults as well as anyone else that they encounter. They will be
spending several months networking and focusing on their mission before they
regularly offer their weekly worship services. The Conference is helping to support
Lava by providing a Coach.
