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Message from the Conference

Amidst all that is going on in our world right now, from Covid to climate change to
Afghanistan to Haiti, and all the decisions that we have to make as churches about
how to be community together, life-and death-go on. Earlier this month, my Aunt, Anne
Parke, age 92, died in Greensboro. Her Memorial service was on Saturday, August 7%
in the cemetery just up the road from her home in Greensboro, ably done by our own
Ed Sunday-Winters. Over 100 people from our family, town and the Greensboro United
Church of Christ gathered on a beautiful summer day to grieve together and to give
thanks for her life.

My Aunt Anne spent most of her adult life living in Arlington, VA, where she was an
active member of the UCC church near her. But in the summers, she would always
come back to her cottage in Greensboro. In the past few years, she moved from
Arlington to Stowe, where she could be closer to Greensboro and to her daughter and
my cousin Mary. Every Sunday before the Pandemic after she moved, even though she
was in her 80’s and 90’s, she would drive up to Greensboro to go to church.

My Aunt Jenny and Ed both spoke at the service about the importance of her faith for
Anne. It was the foundation to her life, and shaped and molded her in so many
ways. She herself was the daughter of a pastor, and so she joined Ed’s Pastoral
Relations Committee when she moved to Vermont full time. She was a quiet person on
the whole, but Ed said that she was a consistent voice on the Committee and in the
church for treating the pastor fairly. When she talked, people listened, and Ed said that
she was an invaluable advocate for him.

We will all miss her terribly. God bless you, Aunt Anne.
